Still’s Kennel

Health

Still’s Kennel guarantee’s your pup/dog to arrive to you, the new owner, healthy and free of any genetic or hereditary defects. You have 48 hours from the time of purchase to take your pup/dog to a veterinarian of your choice.  You must then send us a copy of your paperwork/receipt from your vet, that you have taken your pup/dog to a vet within 48 hours upon receiving your pup/dog. If not, then this health portion becomes void. If for any reason this pup/dog is found unhealthy, due to no neglect of the new owner, Still’s Kennel will treat the pup/dog at no charge to the owner. You must provide proof of the problem, causes and any possible treatments from the vet. If the pup/dog cannot be treated, Still’s Kennel will replace the pup/dog with a pup/dog of same quality and value, if pup cannot be replaced, Still’s Kennel will refund purchase price of the pup/dog. Before any treatments are to be performed, you must first provide us with the required information, or we are not responsible for those treatment charges, unless it is deemed a “life or death” situation by the vet.

Quality

Still’s Kennel guarantees the quality of every pup/dog sold. Each pup/dog that isn’t potential “Show or Pull” quality, will be labeled as “Pet Quality Only,” and also be offered at a reduced price and on a spay/neuter contract. Every pup/dog is NOT guaranteed to be “Show or Pull Quality,” but guaranteed to be a Show or Pull Prospect. It is up to you the new owner to “finish” your dog and we do NOT guarantee that your dog will “finish”. It’s up to you to try to “finish” your dog if you decide to Show, Weight Pull, etc.
Spay/Neuter Contracts

Still’s Kennel requires a spay/neuter contract for pups/dogs that are “Pet Quality Only.” Spay/neuter contracts states that the pup must be altered by the age of 7 months old. Proof of alteration must be sent to Still’s Kennel by the age of 7 months old or Still’s Kennel has the right to reposes the pup without compensation to the owner. In the event that the pup has been bred, the owner will be liable to pay Still’s Kennel $5,000, for the voiding of the spay/neuter contract, extraction of the dog from the owner and the disposal of any pups. 

Any older dogs that come on a spay/neuter contract will already be altered before going to the new owner, and the contract will only state that the dog is Pet Quality and has been altered.

Vaccinations, Dewormings, & Dewclaws

Stills Kennel administers vaccinations and wormings on a schedule. Vaccinations are administered at 8 weeks and the new owner must follow up with the 12 & 15 week old shots. Wormings are administered for 2-3 days at 5 weeks, then again at 8 weeks. Dewclaws are removed on all puppies. We usually use the following vaccines: Univac, Champion Protector & Fort Dodge products.

Puppy’s Care

You the owner must provide the pup/dog with its vaccinations and wormings after purchase date. Usually puppies are released at 8 weeks old, you are then responsible for the 12 & 15 week vaccinations and wormings as needed. Adult dogs are then to be vaccinated yearly or as required in your state.
You must also provide the pup/dog with adequate living arrangements in a safe and harmless environment.

Ownership

Still’s Kennel will sell a pup/dog to any 1 or 2 people and/or on co-ownership, with the right to refuse to sell a pup to any person(s) for any reason we deem appropriate. If at any time you can not keep this pup/dog and are thinking about transferring ownership to someone else. You must provide Still’s Kennel with the right to “Buy-Back” the pup/dog at ½ the original purchase price, before transferring ownership to anyone else. If Still’s Kennel decides not to do a Buy-Back, then Still’s Kennel will provide you with a Refusal to Buy-Back contract, then pup/dog may be sold or transferred as owner deems necessary. If you don’t give us the right of refusal, Still’s Kennel has the right to reposes  the pup/dog without any compensation to any owner, and Still’s Kennel will testify on behalf of whom the dog is reposed from against the original purchasing owner.

Registration

Your pup/dog will come with ADBA, UKC or both registration papers. You must also have the prefix or suffix, “Still’s” or “of Still’s” in the dog’s registered name on both ADBA and UKC papers. Pup/Dogs sold on a spay/neuter contract will have limited registration and can be named whatever the owner wishes.

Deposits

Still’s Kennel requires a $100 Non-Refundable deposit to hold a pup/dog. Some breedings/litters may have a higher deposit price, but will be no lower than $100. If for any reason you are unable to purchase the pup/dog after placing the deposit, the deposit may be moved to another or future breeding/litter within a year’s time. After a year’s time, if you haven’t chosen a breeding/litter that you want the deposit moved too, you forfeit that deposit. The only time the deposit will be refunded is if the breeding doesn’t take or the litter doesn’t produce the sex that the deposit is placed on.

Shipping & Transporting

Still’s Kennel ships pups/dogs World Wide. Buyer is responsible for ALL shipping/transporting cost, including shipping crate and vet health certificate. Average shipping cost in the United States is $250. Pups can’t be shipped until 8 weeks or older. Still’s Kennel can also deliver pups/dogs to surrounding states, contact us for further information.

Other Limitations

Balance on pup/dog and shipping must be paid in full by the age of 6 weeks old. And must be shipped or picked up by the age of 8 weeks old (unless for unforeseen situations), or you forfeit pup/dog and all monies paid, unless further arrangements have been made, which must be made by the age of 6 weeks old.

Buyer is responsible for any and all cost of pup/dog being transferred to and from Still’s Kennel.

No Pups/Dogs are to be engaged in any type of Dog Fighting, Facing-Off, or any foul treatments or conditions.
